PRODUCING A TERM PLAN

1.  
Print out or open a blank copy of the term plan document.

2.
Decide on which parts of the text you will be using for Transformations.  Write these into the weeks that you hope to be studying them in.  Determine what your overall writing goal will be.

3.
Write in the week when the Transformation will be taken into Joint Reconstructed Writing.  

4.
Write in where Joint Constructions and Text patterns will occur.  This is part of the Writing Plan.  Make sure there is enough time in the term and that the workshops are well enough spaced to address your overall writing goal.

5.
Decide on what passages will be used for High Order Literate Orientation.  Fill this in on the plan.  This doesn’t need to (and shouldn’t) line up with what is being studied in Transformations, however Transformations cannot be conducted on text that hasn’t been studied in High Order.

6.
Low Order Literate Orientation of the passage (not picture story books) is directly related to what is studied in High Order.

7.
Pace the Low Order and reading of chapters to fit in with the term.  Keep in mind that this is a good opportunity to fit in other book readings throughout the term.  Junior Primary teachers should plan for additional books to be studied throughout the term.

8.
Decide on spelling patterns to study.  These need to come from the Transformations.

9.
Fill in your planned assessments for the term.

10.
Add to or alter the making judgements section.
