WORKING ON COMPREHENSION WITH HIGH LEVEL READERS WHILE THE REST OF THE CLASS IS DOING HIGH ORDER LITERATE ORIENTATION

· Generate questions of the studied passage (write them down).

· Write answers for other students’ questions from the studied passage.

· Answer questions from other publication such as Comet, Explore & Challenge.

· Generate questions from other publications.

· Write answers for other students’ questions from other publications.

· Practice TORCH tests on studied passage (teacher to prepare).

· Practice TORCH tests on unfamiliar passages (as prepared by other teachers and consultants).

· Generate questions of their own writing and that of other students.

· Use other commercially produced comprehension activities.

Other ideas: (Add these as you develop additional strategies)

Any activity must be preformulated and followed up by the teacher.  Use the feedback during follow-up to inform how future activities will be conducted.

It is also important to cater for students working on comprehension by targeting them during High Order with pre-planned questions that relate to inferences contained in the passage.
